Glenarm Buildings Preservation 
Trust 

Based in Glenarm Village, Glenarm 
Buildings Preservation Trust's two year 
project will see the regeneration of the 
currently derelict Seaview Old School to 
provide craft, community, and tourism 
facilities.  
 
With capital funding, the project aims to 
develop a visitor attraction in the area 
to encourage increased tourism and 
create direct jobs. The project will also 
save local jobs and encourage indirect 
employment in the local tourism sector.
